(Taõanit 29a) 

   Often, I 

feel that the 

rhythms and cycles of the Jewish calen-

dar mysteriously anticipate my emo-

tional needs: The sensory delights of 

Sukkot are a refreshing change from the 

solemn restrictions of Yom Kippur, just 

a few days earlier. The evocative pairing 

of Yom HaõZikaron and Yom 

HaõAtzmaut (Israelõs Memorial and   

Independence Days, which are ob-

served one day apart) help us tie Israelõs 

great sacrifices to its independence. 

Even Shabbat, which bookends our busy 

days with a gentle reminder to rest and 

recharge, always seems to come right 

when I need it most. 

   But this year, as we prepare to enter 

the month of Adar, I find myself trou-

bled by the calendarõs demands. The 

above-quoted dictum instructs us that 

the whole month of Adar should be 

filled with joy, climaxing with Purim 

(observed this year on March 23-24). 

But how can we rejoice on Purim, let 

alone for the entire month (actually, 

two months if you count both Adar I 

and Adar II), so soon after the horrors 

of October 7? How can we celebrate 

the Jewsõ triumph over our adversaries, 

when, as of this writing, our present-

day adversaries are still trying to kill us? 

How can we dress up, attend carnivals, 

and enjoy lighthearted programs, when 

hundreds of Israelis are still captive, 

their fate unknown, and innumerable 

Israeli families still reel from the loss of 

their loved ones? 

   As I looked deeper into the meaning 

of Purim and the complexities of this 

moment, I realized that, once again, the 

Jewish calendar anticipates our spiritual 

needs. My colleague in Jerusalem, Rabbi 

Chaya Rowan Baker, offered her      

approach to Purim in 5784. She said: 

October 7 was a single day that turned 

the Jewish world upside-down instanta-

neously ð in a bad way. Purim boldly 

invites us to remember that the 

opposite is also possible: a single 

day in which our terrible fate is 

reversed, and we transform from 

victim to victor .  

   Purim might feel a little different this 

year ð thatõs ok. Perhaps our hearts will 

still be broken as we sing, dance, and 

revel in the festivities. But we can pray 

that, just as the world can turn upside 

down in a day, perhaps on some future 

day it will right itself again. As we quote 

from Megillat Esther every Saturday 

night during Havdalah: 

 

The Jews enjoyed light and gladness,     

happiness, and honor ð So may it be 

with us!

Doing Justice, Loving Goodness, and Walking Modestly With God: Sisterhoods Valued  
Volunteer 

 

Itõs this month that we read from Parshat Vayikra, a portion of the Torah that discusses how     

integral the tradition of sacrifice was to the Israelites. In Vayikra, we learn that this ritual was a 
means of celebration and a public demonstration of thanksgiving, and importantly, every  

community member was expected to make sacrifices and participate in the communal offerings, 

no matter his or her means. 

 
We learn from commentary by the prophet Micah, that mass participation in this ritual isnõt 

enough to fulfill the obligation. Micah goes deeper, saying that one must participate in the communal offering with a pure heart. 

In other words, itõs not just the act, but our intentions.  Micah says, 

You have been told, O mortal, what is good, 
And what God requires of you: 

Only to do justice 

And to love goodness, 

And to walk modestly with your God 

Micah 6:6-8 

I love this interpretation - everyone can participate out of a sense of obligation or even coercion, but Micah makes the case 

that what is in our hearts is vitally important. 
 

Every year, the Beth Shalom Sisterhood leadership chooses to recognize someone who has exemplified these values that Micah 

espouses. Someone who takes a leadership role in communal activities with a sense of justice, goodness, and modesty.  We call 

this our òValued Volunteer.ó 
 

Iõm pleased to share that this yearõs valued volunteer is Gloria Weinberg.  Gloria and her family moved to Northbrook less 

than three years ago, and she has already made such a tremendous contribution to the Beth Shalom Community through her 

work in Sisterhood. 
 

For the past two years, she has kept diligent records of our membership information, critical for our communications and    

other bookkeeping. Last year, she took on the role of Sisterhood House Vice President. In this role, Gloria ensures our kugel 

and kiddushim go off without a hitch, oversees a cadre of volunteers who make and serve kugel, and creates a beautiful        
atmosphere for synagogue Shabbat and Holiday members and guests.
