e Arlen Lasinsky/House:

Motion to approve, retroactively, for the synagogue to contract with American Seal
Coating to seal coat the parking lot, which includes seal coating, striping and crack
filling not to exceed $13,000. The funds will come from the Building Fund. Seconded
by Talia Block. Motion passes.

Motion to approve for the synagogue to contract with Paul's Golden Touch to paint
the interior of the parsonage located at 3538 River Falls (Cantor Stoehr Parsonage)
not to exceed $15,000. The funds will come from the Building Fund. Seconded by Rick
Dissen. Motion passes.

Motion to approve for the synagogue to contract with Roof Options for "Emergency
Repairs" for Sections 1 through 4 and Section 7 not to exceed $16,000. The funds will
come from the Building Fund. Seconded by Neil Rosengard. Motion passes.

Motion to approve for the synagogue to contract with Sound Planning for additional
speakers in the Kamensky Sanctuary, as well as a new Portable Sound System not to
exceed $45,000. These dollars are a gift from David and Andrea Reich as well as the
CBS Men's Club and Sisterhood. The Men's Club and Sisterhood will contribute $7,500
each for this project. Seconded by Rick Dissen. Motion passes.

e Lani Schrank/Sisterhood (on behalf of Rachel Laven/Youth): Several candidates have
applied for the vacant Youth Director position. Two candidates are being interviewed by
Rachel Laven.
