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GENERAL INFORMATION

CHILD’S RESPONSIBLITIES

Practice - We expect your child to practice 30 minutes per day to ensure that they
will be fully prepared for their simcha.

Tikun Olam Project - This is an opportunity for each child to individualize the
experience of B'nai Mitzvah by pursuing a project that reaches into the
community. The idea is for each student to find a cause they believe in and work
to find a way through Social Action, Advocacy, Tzedaka and Personal
Committment to support it. The family is invited to meet with Cantor Stoehr or
Rabbi Chapman to explore the possibilities available in fulfilling this required
element of the B'nai Mitzvah process. This project has been redesigned to make
becoming a B'nai Mitzvah more meaningful for the entire family.

Service Attendance - Your child is expected to attend Shabbat/Holiday services
one-two times per month to become familiar with the services. Ideally, you will
attend with your child. 6% Grade Religious School will meet on a combination
of Saturday and Sunday mornings (Some sessions will be planned specifically
for Parents and Students). With regular attendance, this responsibility will be
fulfilled. This is consistent with existing religious school requirements.

PARENT’S RESPONSIBILITIES - In the Jewish tradition of friend helping friend, each
B'nai Mitzvah family will be scheduled for the following assignments:

Congregational Fees - All outstanding congregational fees (e.g. dues, tuition, B'nai Mitzvah
fee) and assessments must be paid in full 30 days prior to the date of the B'nai Mitzvah service.
More detailed information on fees is available on the last page of this book.

Ambassador Program - Each B'nai Mitzvah family will be scheduled for
Saturday morning service assignments via letter or email. One parent (or both
parents) and the BM child will serve as Shabbat Ambassadors assisting the
congregation in creating a welcoming and helpful environment. The central
benefit of these Ambassador assignments is aiding the B'nai Mitzvah families of
that morning by helping to maintain decorum and welcoming their guests to our
congregation. At 9:00 am sharp, a member of the clergy will meet with you to
review specific details of that morning’s responsibility. There will also be a
Board/Ritual Committee Ambassador working with you, and they will direct all
of the ushering procedures during the service.




Serving - Each B'nai Mitzvah family will be scheduled to serve at Kiddushim for other B'nai
Mitzvah families. One parent (or both parents) and the BM child may participate in this
responsibility. Assignments will be provided. Just as you will do for others, a group of B'nai
Mitzvah parents and Sisterhood members will be there for you at your Simcha. This allows
you not only to reciprocate the generosity of those who will serve at your Simcha, but also gives
you the opportunity to see, first hand, what is involved and what your options are before
having your Simcha. Assignments for the Ambassador Program and Serving will be scheduled
on different dates.

3. Kiddush - Providing a Kiddush luncheon for the congregation and your invited guests
(following the Saturday Morning Service) is an obligation of the B'nai Mitzvah family. For more
information on the Kiddush obligation, please see page 18.

4. Kippot and/or head coverings - If a family is supplying their own kippot and/or head
coverings, special baskets will be provided. These kippot need to be dropped off at the
synagogue prior to 12:00 pm on the Friday before your simcha.

SYNAGOGUE ETIQUETTE

As a Conservative Congregation, services follow a traditional pattern. Prayer is participatory. Please join in
enthusiastically with community singing as well as English readings.

No cell phone use is permitted on Shabbat or Holidays (e.g. no texting, emails, internet use,
or calls).

Proper attire is expected for services. While everyone is invited in, it is most respectful to be
dressed in a manner befitting the occasion. Anyone entering the synagogue should wear
appropriate attire that covers the shoulders and any skirts/dresses worn should be modest
length. Suits are not required, but casual wear should be respectful of the sanctuary atmosphere.
Tallitot: Jewish women and those celebrating B'nai Mitzvah are encouraged to wear a tallit.
Jewish Men and those celebrating a B'nai Mitzvah are expected to wear a tallit.

Kippot/Head Coverings: All males, regardless of faith, are expected to wear a Kippah while in
the synagogue.  All females regardless of faith are encouraged to wear a Kippah or
headcovering.

On Shabbat, the use of telephones, photographic and/or recording equipment, and all
electronic devices are prohibited anywhere on synagogue grounds.

One should not bring gifts into the sanctuary.

Purses may not be carried onto the Bimah.

Congregation Beth Shalom is a SMOKE-FREE environment. This means that

SMOKING is prohibited at any time within the building. In addition, SMOKING

is prohibited on synagogue grounds during Shabbat.




TORAH READERS and YAD SQUAD

As you know, your child will be reading from the Torah during the service.
Please be aware that there is also an opportunity for other family members to
read from the Torah as well. If you or your spouse, a post B'nai Mitzvah
sibling(s), cousin(s), or grandparent(s) are interested in a Torah portion, please
let Randi Simon know RSimon@bethshalomnb.org as soon as possible and
she will be happy to assign a portion to you and help you, to the extent
necessary, to prepare your reading.

You should also expect to see members of the Congregation Beth Shalom Yad
Squad reading the Torah. This is a group of lay Torah readers over the age of
B’nai Mitzvah who have taken on the mitzvah of reading Torah on a regular
basis. There are teens and adults in this group and any one or more of them are
likely to be participating in this way.

The Yad Squad is an exciting program at CBS, and we hope your child will be
a part of it by coming back to read Torah!




B'nai MITZVAH DAY INFORMATION

B’nai MITZVAH PARENTS INFORMATION
SHABBAT MORNING

1. SATURDAY MORNING SERVICES: Services begin promptly at 9:30 AM.
Every member of your immediate family should be present thirty (30)
minutes prior to the start of services.

2. AMBASSADORS: A Ritual Committee or Board member will be the
Ambassador-In-Charge. They will direct all of the ushering procedures.

3. ALTYOT AND HONORS: For a B'nai Mitzvah, the family may receive up to
three Aliyot and up to four people to open and close the Ark, not including
the B'nai Mitzvah child.

Please note the following:

An Aliyah (plural-Aliyot) means coming to the Torah to recite the appropriate blessings
before and after the Torah reading. To have an Aliyah one must be Jewish and of B'nai
Mitzvah age. An Aliyah is generally given to an individual, however, it may be shared by as
many as four people.

In the back of this booklet, you will find copies of the Torah Blessings. Please distribute
a copy of the blessings to those having an Aliyah several weeks prior to your Simcha.
Any honoree having an Aliyah must be able to recite the blessings correctly. Audio
recordings are available upon request and are available on the CBS Website .

Not all honors require chanting/reading. There is also opening and/or closing the Ark. All
honorees must be Jewish and of B'nai Mitzvah age.

It is important that all honorees be present at the start of the service so that they are not late or
absent for the appointed time of their honor. All honorees, including those with Aliyot, Torah
Readers, or Ark Openers, will be asked by the Rabbi to sit in a special section of the sanctuary
at the start of the Torah service to aid their access to the bima.




4. PROCEDURE: All matters pertaining to the order of the Service, family
participation on the bimah, and the Service itself will be explained at
various meetings with the Rabbi, Cantor, and B'nai Mitzvah Tutor prior
to the Service.

5. KIDDUSH: Please refer to the Kiddush Information page located within
this book.

6. LIVE STREAMING: All Shabbat services are available for viewing on the
Beth Shalom website. You can provide the link to the Live Stream page to
your friends and family who are not able to join you for in-person
worship. NOTE: we do not have onsite staff on Shabbat; technical
difficulties cannot be addressed during a Shabbat service.

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SYNAGOGUE INITIATIVES

The United States Holocaust Memorial Museum
“Chain of Memory” Project

The darkest chapter of the 20t Century, the Holocaust, is being remembered through the
establishment of the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum in Washington, DC. One
important focus of the Museum is the education of the half million school children who visit
the Museum each year from all over the United States.

The “Chain of Memory” Project was established so that B'nai Mitzvah children can remember
one of the 1.5 million Jewish children who were murdered by the Nazis before being able to
fulfill the Mitzvah of learning Torah. The B'nai Mitzvah dedicates the occasion to the memory
of this child symbolizing the importance of remembering the past as well as educating for the
future.

By participating in the “Chain of Memory” Project, a family will have the opportunity to
remember a child who was not able to celebrate his or her own B'nai Mitzvah and be part of
the historic efforts of the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum.

How Can You Participate?

If there is a relative or friend of your family who is a survivor of the Holocaust, the B'nai
Mitzvah child is encouraged to speak directly to that person, who will give them a name and
the background on a child that they knew, who did not survive the Holocaust. If this is not the
case, the Midwest Regional Office of the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum will
provide the B'nai Mitzvah with the name, birthdate, picture (if available) and other
biographical information on the child who is to be remembered.

The B'nai Mitzvah will receive a certificate from the United States Holocaust Memorial
Museum recognizing the importance of remembrance and of this Mitzvah.

The B'nai Mitzvah family is encouraged to honor the memory of this child who perished by
making a meaningful contribution to the United States Holocaust Memorial Museum. Your

support is very much appreciated.

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B’nai Mitzvah Commitment Fee - $1950 billed over 3 years ($650 per
year): must be paid in full 60 days prior to your Simcha date.

This fee includes:

Mechina (preparation) Class

Tutoring -Tutoring begins approximately one year before the Simcha, and it
includes individualized tutoring once a week until the date of their Simcha.
Each child will have approximately 42 lessons, each of which is 20-30 minutes
in length. Students are expected to practice regularly at home. (20-30 minutes a
day, 5-6x a week is suggested).

Day of your Simcha - Set up/cleanup of the social hall, kitchen staff, bimah
flowers and all paper goods and basic table coverings.

Clergy Meetings - As a member of CBS, you always have access to our Clergy
and Staff. As part of your CBS B'nai Mitzvah preparation, special meetings will
be set up with Rabbi Chapman, and Cantor Stoehr. Each of them has specific
goals to accomplish with your family for the special day.

Cantor Stoehr ¢ meet with the student and parents to help narrow down
and focus on the necessary steps for achieving a successful Tikkun Olam
project (once called Three Pillars Project), if requested.

Rabbi Chapman will meet with you about two months prior to study
and prepare ideas for your child's D’var Torah as well as discuss family
honors and other service logistics.

Rabbi Chapman will meet you on the bimah within 2 weeks of the
Simcha for a final walk-through.

It is vital that you and your child keep track of meeting dates and deadlines. It
is very difficult to reschedule appointments in the weeks leading up to your
Simcha date.

The clergy and staff, as always, will be available to answer any of your questions
and concerns at any time.

Please note that the food portion of the (optional) Kiddush following your service is not included
in the Commitment Fee.
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Kiddush Information

As your child’s B'nai Mitzvah approaches, I would like to share some important information regarding the
Kiddush luncheon on that special day. CBS manages all aspects of the Kiddush. We are here to work with you.

CBS encourages a feeling of community by hosting a Kiddush Luncheon after services each Shabbat. It is our
policy that B'nai Mitzvah families help financially support the Kiddush Luncheon following the celebration of
their child’s B'nai Mitzvah. We ask that the signed Kiddush Agreement be submitted four months prior to your
Simcha and full Payment be made two weeks prior. Please feel free to contact Executive Director Michael Garlin
if you have any questions or concerns regarding your financial obligation.

You will be contacted three (3) weeks before your Simcha to get a final count of your guests. It is very important
that you provide an accurate count; the amount of food ordered and the number of tables used is dependent upon
the numbers you provide. Clergy, staff and children five years or younger do not need to be included in your
count.

A shortage of food and seating embarrasses everyone.
CBS would also like you to be aware of the following synagogue policies:

¢ The Kiddush is a community meal for which the entire Congregation is welcome to participate.
e One or two tables will be reserved for the immediate family of the B'nai Mitzvah.
e NOTHING CAN BE BROUGHT INTO OR REMOVED FROM THE SYNAGOGUE ON SHABBAT OR
HOLIDAYS.
e Any specially ordered kippot, personalized napkins or décor must be brought to the synagogue before
12 Noon on Friday. (See Page 12).
e Personalized napkins and fresh flowers can be ordered for the Kiddush by Randi Simon if not part of
package.
In accordance with Kashrut and Sanitation Guidelines, CBS will provide all food unless an approved Caterer
has been contracted (See Page 9)

e Other families who may be celebrating a simcha on your day may choose to add items to the Kiddush
menu. If this should happen, that family is responsible for ALL costs associated with the addition,
including paying for all of your guests.

e Please notify CBS of any bus transportation to a party or luncheon that may take place after
services.

* Please inform us of any known food allergies or dietary restrictions.
