This portion enumerates and explains
many of the laws that God gave to the
Israelites, including:

- Laws regarding slaves: in the time of
the Torah, Jews were permitted to own
slaves, but there existed important
safeguards to prevent against the
mistreatment of slaves.

- Laws concerning the accidental or
purposeful killing of human beings.
Murder was punishable by death, as
were striking or cursing one's parent.
-The punishments for kidnapping,
stealing a neighbor's sheep, setting fire
to another’s field or digging a hole and
leaving it uncovered.

- Laws requiring the compassionate
treatment of widows, orphans, and the
strangers. The Israelites are reminded
that they, too, were strangers in the
Land of Egypt.

- Laws of resting on the seventh day
and letting one’s fields lie fallow in the
seventh year.

- The commandment to visit Jerusalem
on the three pilgrimage festivals
(Pesach, Shavuot and Sukkot). Offer-
ings are made to seal the covenant with
God and the people accept the law say-
ing, "All the things the Lord has com-
manded we will do.”
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Today’s Haftarah

This week’s haftarah focuses on three
“covenants.” The first is made in the
present, between King Zedekiah and
the people, for the release of Hebrew
slaves; the second refers to the
covenant made between God and the
Israelites at Mount Sinai following the
deliverance from Egyptian slavery; the
third is the covenant with “day and
night,” in which God promises never to
reject the offspring of Jacob (lIsrael).
The three covenants symbolize Israel’s
past, present and future. The Torah
reading and the haftarah are connect-
ed through their respective rules re-
garding the freeing of Hebrew slaves.
Over and over again, the Bible express-
es the need to preserve human dignity
rooted in economic freedom. Most of
the Torah’s rules regarding slavery and
indenture are designed to complicate
or frustrate the desire for economic en-
richment at the expense of others. Jer-
emiah reminds us that disregard for
human freedom violates our ancient
covenant with God.
